RESTORATIVE PRACTICES

. Taking responsibility and being accountable for
own actions and behaviour

. Providing opportunities for insight and learning
when behaviour is deemed unacceptable

. Providing opportunities for dialogue and

reflection when behaviour threatens the social
cohesion of the school community

. Identifying issues of harm to relationships and

how to ‘make things right’ through
strengthening relationships
